JUNIOR WARDEN REPORT

All routine maintenance procedures have been accomplished
for the year. This includes: mowing the lawns, weeding, trimming
shrubs, hedges and oak trees (several times), pest control inside anc
outside of both buildings, water and fire alarm testing and backflow
device checks have been completed. Repairs to restore hot water tc
Narthex restrooms, repairs to icemaker in kitchen, repairs to several
door locks and the kitchen freezer, as well as replacement of concrete
sections in front of the main building and patio. Broken tiles in the
Nave floor were replaced and the entire perimeters of both buildings
inside were regrouted as necessary. Motion detectors for light switches
were placed in both restrooms in the Parish Hall, as well as alarm sys-
tem keypad for the Rectoroés of fi

The choir risers were built and side wall sections have been
installed to match the existing pew walls in the Nave. The performance
of the choir and voice projection during the Cantata was outstanding,
obviously greatly enhanced by the elevation of the risers. The risers
have been funded from generous donations and without drawing from
the general budget.

Some major repair will need to be done to the large kitchen
stove in the new year, the tgaar old electronic choir piano will proba-
bly need to be replaced in January 2012, the cross will need to be stabi-
lized in the Memorial Garden, tiles need to be replaced and the entire
fountain area will need to be-ggouted. All of these items, plus-re

for 2012.
